











Deinstitutionalisation and Social Integration Programs

Care Leavers Program, Mladen Antonov Orphanage

The IWC supports Amici dei Bambini's project that develops
opportunities of social, professional and family integration for
the care- leavers of Mladen Antov Orphanage, near Totleben.

Rakitovo Cookery School

This project, overseen by the Rakitovo Self Sufficiency Fund,
in cooperation with the Velingrad Rotary Club and Rakitovo
Municipality, is setting up a cookery school that will provide
cooking skills and employment to socially disadvantaged young
people. The IWC provided funds towards kitchen equipment.

Equal Access to Education and Educational Programs

The IWC supports programs that:

* encourage the educational development of socially disadvantaged students studying in Bulgarian

universities and schools.

» foster the integration of children of ethnic minorities into mainstream schools.

The Scholarship Program

It is the third year of the project, in partnership with Bulgarian
Charities Aid Foundation (BCAF) and the Orphan Foundation. In
2008-2009, 105 students are receiving financial aid, 62 of them
in universities and 43 at high school level. The IWC is the major
financial supporter of the Program.

Educational Camp, Smile Foundation

The IWC contributed funds to a summer educational camp
for the children of Gorna Banya and Dupnitza orphanages.
This camp complements the regular tutoring, mentoring and
activities that Smile Foundation provides throughout the year.
The camp includes sports and arts and crafts activities as well as
English courses and lectures with discussions on topics such as
health issues and prevention of criminal behavior.



Women'’s Issues Training Programs

The IWC supports projects that help disadvantaged women who are at risk of abandoning their babies. The IWC supports programs that provide professional training in the field of childcare.

Mother and Baby Center- Stara Zagora

The Center provides shelter, care, and psychological support for
mothers in difficulty. Through offering the mothers and their newborn
babies a safe and supportive environment, the center helps the
mothers make and keep the bond with their child. The IWC pays the
salary of the social worker who assists the mothers daily.

World Without Borders

This Roma NGO, based in the largest Roma residential area in Stara
Zagora, has been working with ARK on a range of issues related
to the prevention of abandonment, including provision of family
information about and supporting access to planning services,
organizing community discussions with high-risk groups, and
raising awareness about the importance of raising children within
families. The IWC supports World Without Borders' family planning
program.

Curative Education Therapy seminars

Organized by Acacia Association Fund for Developmental
Cooperation- Switzerland, this project provides training for
staff of state institutions, schools, day centers and NGOs
working with children with special needs, in the methods of
curative pedagogy and social therapy for children and adults
with disabilities and special needs. The IWC contributed funds
to the seminars in 2009.

Rojdestovo Hristovo Social Day Care Center

Itis a day center in Sofia that provides moral and material support for
single mothers. The mothers can apply their talents in the handicraft
workshops for ceramics souvenirs and textile dolls, an activity that
helps them overcome their isolation and have an income from the
selling of their products at various shops in Sofia. The IWC supports
the Center with clothing and baby care products.
